YORK HOUSE - is a 28-bedded neurobehavioural
rehabilitation unit, which is registered as an independent
hospital. We are located in the historic City of York.

The unit provides an intensive neurobehavioural assessment
and rehabilitation service for individuals with severe cognitive,
physical and/or emotional problems following acquired brain
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A neurobehavioural service for acquired brain injury

We specialise in the management of people with challenging
behaviour and are able to take referrals for clients detained

under the Mental Health Act.

Specialist function

We are able to manage and treat a range of physical disabilities
including mobility impairment, language difficulties and those
requiring more specialised nursing care.

The rehabilitation model at YORK HOUSE provides a
neurobehavioural approach to the management of challenging
behaviour including verbal and physical aggression, impaired social
functioning and disinhibited behaviours. We also have the expertise
and experience to treat clients with neuropsychiatric symptoms.

The referral process

Referrals should be made directly to YORK HOUSE. We accept
referrals from a wide variety of agencies including health, social
services, medico-legal and the voluntary sector.

Our clients range between the ages of 18 to 65 and have an
acquired, non-progressive brain injury.

= When a referral is received the referring agent will be asked to
complete a brief pre-assessment screening tool.

When appropriate this will be followed by an assessment visit to the
prospective client by key members of our team.

= Once a referral is accepted a residential assessment period of
12 weeks will be arranged. This will include a full clinical review
at 10 weeks to determine future care needs.

« If the rehabilitation is extended after the assessment period then
reviews will be held every 12 weeks.

The involvement of the client’s family members, support system,
purchasers and other involved professionals is sought at each review.

Placements at YORK HOUSE generally are between 6 and 24
months depending on the client's level of need and their potential
for rehabilitation. A service for those with longer term care needs is
also available.

Supporting the individual and their family

A key member of our team is the family therapist who works with
families of brain injured clients to provide education and support.
We actively encourage the involvement of families in the
rehabilitation of the client and home leave is encouraged wherever
possible.
